What passes for a First Aid kit from sources such as discount stores and auto supply
shops (and sometimes given away as Poker Run prizes) may be woefully short of what is
needed for our sport. In case of a motorcycle accident, | hate to say it, but band-aids are
not going to help much, folks.

From the Brain of your Webmaster.......Candis Medlin

As | sit here writing this the month of July is almost gone, seems like yesterday it
was just starting. July has been a very busy month for me as | have been in Haiti on
a mission trip for a week and a week in Cherokee for Wings Over the Smokies. | may
not have another weekend off for a while.

Our week in Haiti was spent in the villages of Fovo and Tilagonave (don’t ask me
how to pronounce this one I'm still not sure). They have in each village at least one
village champion which is responsible as a go between from the local church to us
the Missionaries through Mission of Hope. In Fovo we painted to houses and put a
new tin roof on another house. To get to Tilagovane we hiked 4 miles up a
mountain and crossed a river, to deliver water filters to them, since they had no
access to clean water and they have to make a 2 mile trek to the river for any water.
They have had to move farther up the mountain 3 times because of natural
disasters. As we walked single file up the mountain path, we were greeted by a
mentally challenged young boy who gave every single one of us a huge smile and a
bear hug. He had obviously been well loved and taught how to love. This is highly
unusual in Haiti; a lot of the people there believe that if they have a child with
special needs they (the parents) have done something wrong or are cursed so
somewhere around 80% of kids with special needs are abandoned and grow up in
orphanages. Looking around the village, it was evident the people who lived there
had very little by our materialistic standards. We saw shabby, torn clothes and
shoes riddled with holes as well as some of the kids running around with no pants.
Homes with dirt floors that were built out of whatever they could find. Despite their
personal hardships they had used most of their resources in order to build a church
so they would have a place to thank God for their many blessings; they also use this
church as a school. The building was made of woven palm frond and banana leafs
and the roof was a couple discarded pieces of tin and was mostly open to the sky.
Pastor Bargeon, who raises figs to support his family, spoke to us about their efforts
to educate their children and that by doing that they hope to raise the next
generation out of the poverty level. A local professor volunteers her time to teach
the children. They use the back side of some kind of tree bark as black boards and
we were amazed to see calculus and verb conjugation written on one of the boards.
As pastor Bargeon spoke to us, we were all touched by his words and it was very
evident that he is and lives God’s love and loving your neighbor as yourself. While



he was speaking he wanted to make it very clear that Tilagonave was not asking for
any money to help them: they only asked that we pray for them individually and as
a village because as it says in Philippians 4:13; | can do all things through Christ
who gives me strength. This was a village that truly believed that. We learned
through their village champion and with our own eyes that they are in desperate
need of a church/school that is actually safe for people to be in during what we
would consider here a typical summer afternoon thunderstorm. The 11 of us feel it
is our job to try and do something about it and plan to use all the money we raise
this year to put toward that goal instead of putting it toward a trip next year.

Do we have that strong of a faith? Are we good village champions for our towns,
chapters and state? Do we set a good example for future generations? Do we try to
include everybody or do we cling to what and who we feel is safe with? Or do we
stay safely in our own little bubble that excludes those that are different and not just
like us or those that have their own ideas and opinions that aren’t necessarily just
like our own?
